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Ozet: Sozlesme iliskileri taraflar birbirine baglarken, sinirsiz tiir-
deki s6zlesme 6rnegi icinde, sosyal veya ekonomik ihtiyaglarla taraf
olmayan kisilerin de bu iligkilere dahil olmasi miimkiindur. Hukuki ilis-
kilerin dogmasi icin iradelerinin karsilikli ve birbirine bagl olmasi ge-
rektigi kabul edilen taraflar disinda herkes kural olarak ti¢tincii kisi ka-
bul edilir. Ugtincii kigiler her ne kadar s6zlesmenin tarafi olmasalar da
zaman zaman davranislari, taraflardan birinin 6zgrliiklerine, s6zles-
me iligkisi hakkindaki diisiincelerine veya sahip oldugu bilgilere zarar
verebilir. Bu durumda glincti kisilerin kurulan sézlesme iliskisinin ge-
cerliligini etkilemesi miimkiinddir. Ayni sekilde taraf sifati olmamasina
ragmen bir borg iliskisinde edimin i¢linci kisi tarafindan ifa edilmesi,
Uglinci kisiye ifa edilmesi ya da tiglincii kisi tarafindan belirlenmesi de
mimkiin olabilecegi gibi bir li¢linci kisinin fiilinin Gstlenilmesi ya da
Uclinci kisi yararina sézlesme iliskileri de kurulabilmektedir.
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Abstract: While the contractual relationships bind both parties,
in case of a rolling contract, It is possible that persons who are not
a party within the scope of social or economic needs are involved in
these relationships. As a rule, everyone except parties with mutually
binding wills necessary to establish a legal relationship are deemed
as the third person. Even though the third personis not a party in the
contract, their behavior might give harm to one of the parties regar-
ding their freedom, their idea about the contractual relationship or
the information they possess. In this case, third persons can affect
the validity of the contractual relationship. Similarly, in a debtor-
creditor relationship, performance of an act by or to a third person
or specification of the act by the third person is possible as well as
taking the blame for a third person’s wrongdoing. Also, contractual
relationships can be established for the benefit of the third person.
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
